KIKUYU

General Information

KIKUYU is a perennial grass with strong
stolons and rhizomes. In winter it
doesn't grow (dormant period) and it
revegetates vividly at spring. The
optimum temperature for germination
is 19-29°C but about 50% of seed will
germinate at 14°C. Usually it is seeded
together with tall fescue, 5-7gr/ m?
spring-summer-autumn.

KIKUYU is aggressive specie which
means that it will dominate other
species that are in the same area. It can
close gaps and it is ideal for hard use.
For a high quality turf grass stolons
